Playing handicaps under the current Unified Handicapping System of C.O.N.G.U. may not exceed 28
for Boys, 36 for Girls.

Successful applicants will be advised of their tee times on or before 11-August-2010 Tee times will range from
10:00am to 12:00 midday approximately, dependent upon numbers. Lower handicaps will be given earlier time slots

All ties will be decided by the last 9, 6, 3, 2, or 1 holes of the card.

Their will be prizes awarded for the three leading nett and the best gross scores in each division.
